2002 BMW Z3 2.2 M-Sport Roadster manual for sale. 

My final ediƟon Sport roadster, registered in April 2002 is reluctantly offered for sale. I have owned it for four 
years which is the longest I have ever owned a car but it’s now Ɵme for a change. It has always been garaged 
and run on super unleaded petrol during my ownership. The MOT runs unƟl August 2022 and there were no 
advisories. A new MOT will be arranged for the purchaser. 

It was ordered in an individual colour and interior specificaƟon of Aegean blue metallic (code 336) with lotus 
white leather upholstery (code 0226). This would appear to be a rare combinaƟon as I have not seen another 
Z3 in these colours. 

 As a Sport ediƟon, it has a limited slip differenƟal, M Sport suspension, M steering wheel and model specific 
velour mats. Heated and electrically operated sports seats and cold air condiƟoning complete the specificaƟon. 

I have maintained the car to ensure that it is in excellent order for a twenty year old vehicle. New Toyo Proxes 
were fiƩed all round two years ago and the fuel tank straps were replaced in December 2020. This is a common 
problem on the Z3 and was an advisory noƟce in an earlier MOT. I had an InspecƟon 1 service carried out with 
a brake fluid change in March 2021 at 69,112 miles and oil and filter change was performed on 30 March this 
year at 70,375. The bonnet has been repainted to remove various stone chips and age related marks. 

The electric hood operates smoothly and has been regularly re-proofed. A bespoke Perspex Z3 wind deflector 
has also been fiƩed. 

The mileage is currently 70,420 but this will increase as the car is in regular use. 

The soŌ top cover, handbooks and all keys are present. 

Now priced at £6,250.
